UMW Volleyball Improves to Z-O in Conference Play

with Sweep Over Mayville State

The Montana Western volleyball team (4-5, 2-0 FC) rolled over
Mayville State 3-0 (25-14, 25-14, 25-19) Saturday afternoon in North
Dakota. The Bulldog defense stepped up in a big way, forcing the
Comets to a negative hitting percentage (-.037).

"This was a great first weekend against two new Frontier opponents,"
Head Coach Katie Lovett said. "I was really impressed with how the
team was able to reset quickly when things weren't going to plan and
how aggressive they stayed all weekend."

MATCH SUMMARY

After Mayville State won the first two points in the opening frame,
Western went on a 7-1 run to claim the lead 7-3. The Comets never got
closer than two again and the Bulldogs went on another huge run to
take set one 25-14. Set two saw UMW take complete control, leading
by as many as 14 before closing it out 25-14. The hosts put up a valiant
effort in the final frame, but they were no match for the Bulldogs, who
completed the sweep 25-19.

Tyler Walker-Frontier Conf. Defensive Player of the Week

Montana Western football player Tyler Walker was named Erck
Hotels/ Frontier Conference Football Defensive Player of the week
after a strong outing against MSU-Northern Sept. 6. This marks the
first Player of the Week honor of his career.

Walker was a key part of UMW blanking MSU-Northern 52-0
Saturday afternoon. The Dillon, Mont., native earned a team-high 11
tackles, including a team-best six solo efforts. He recorded six tackles-
for-loss totaling 33 yards.

The senior defensive lineman also led the game with 4.5 sacks, 3.0
more than any other player, for 25 yards. With that mark, Walker set a
school record for sacks in a single game. The previous record was set
in 1980 by Dinny Bennet and matched by Greg Reynard (1984), Duane
Earnon (1984), and Troy Lake (1990).

His 4.5 sacks also put him first in the nation and in the Frontier
Conference in the category.

Walker's performance also aided the Western Defense in setting a
school record for most team sacks in a single game with eight, nesting
the previous mark of seven set last season against Arizona Christian.

Balldog Football Dominates

The Montana Western football team (1-1) blanked MSU-Northern
(0-2) 52-0 at Bulldog Stadium Saturday afternoon. UMW racked up 521
yards of total offense while allowing MSUN just 112,

"It was important for us to play well today after a sub-par performance
up in Butte against a really good football team," Head Coach Ryan Nourse
said. "We were highly motivated to make the necessary improvements and
we made a lot of them. I was really pleased with the jump that we made
this week and just coming back out and playing our style of football. We
were really attacking from the get go and aggressive and confident."

The Bulldogs were exceptional in the pass game once again, eaming
425 vyards (9.7 yards/attempt), four 21 passing first downs, and four
touchdowns. Their run game improved from week one with 96 net rushing
yards and three touchdowns. UMW converted on 7-9 redzone chances,
11-17 third downs, and 1-2 fourth downs.

Senior QB Michael Palandri was responsible for six of Western's
seven touchdowns in the contest, throwing for all four passing TDs and
running two in himself, He totaled 386 yards and went 28-34 (.823 %) in
the contest.

Reserve quarterback Kaden LaPlaunt also played some valuable
minutes against the Lights, He went 6-10 for 46 yards passing while also
scoring the Bulldogs seventh TD on a four-yard quarterback keeper.

Jonathan Kirkley had seven receptions for 111 yards and one
touchdown to lead UMW's receiving efforts. Eli Nourse (103 yards, one
touchdown), Seth Shook (87 yards, one touchdown) and Landon Charlton
(one touchdown) also got in on the action.

Charlton was Montana Western's leading rusher in the game, running
for 52 yards with a long of 8. Gavin Vetter also hit double figures in rush
yards with 20.

Maclain Burckley went 7-7 in PATs while added a 37 yard field goal.

The Bulldogs were a force on defense from the first kick, allowing the
visitors 85 rush yards and just 27 pass yards. They held them to eight first
downs and forced eight punt and three fumbles. Montana Western also
tallied a whopping eight sacks, totaling 60 yards lost for the Lights.

Tyler Walker powered the defense with 10 total tackles (including a
team-best five solo tackles) and registered 5.0 tackles-for-loss for 32 yards
(3.5 sacks - 24 yards).

Reece Stanish earned six total tackles including three solo whole
Connor Dunlea, Kale VanCampen, and Liam Rowe put up four tackles
each. 15 other Bulldogs recorded at least one tackle in the contest.
