UMW’s "On the Rocks” Series to Host Speakers
Amanda Willingham and Raymond Salazar

The University of Montana Western’s Environmental Science
Department is excited to host Montana Bureau of Mines and Geology
(MBMG) geologists Amanda Willingham and Raymond Salazar as
part of the “On the Rocks™ lecture series. Willingham and Salazar
will present “Assessing Landslide and Earthquake Hazards Across
Montana and Yellowstone National Park” on Wednesday, October 22,
at 4:00 p.m. in UMW’s Lucy Carson Library.

Willingham received her M.Sc. in Geology from the University
of California, Santa Barbara in 2012. She is a field geologist
supporting both the STATEMAP and geohazards programs. She
has a background in mineral exploration. geochronology. mapping,
landslide hazards, and applying modern technologies to traditional
geologic mapping (e.g., LIDAR, digital data collection, Structure-
from-Motion photogrammetry). Her current projects include
expanding the statewide landslide inventory and conducting geologic
and geohazard mapping to support STATEMAP objectives.

Salazar received his M.Sc. in Geology from Montana State
University in 2023. His research focused on geologic mapping and
updating the stratigraphy of Yellowstone’s most recent super eruption.

Child’s Death in Lima Deemed
Homicide; One Arrested

On the morning of October 16. 2025, deputies from the
Beaverhead County Sheriff’s Office, along with emergency
medical personnel from Lima Ambulance, responded to a
report of an unattended death in Lima.

Upon arrival, first responders located a deceased child.
Due to the circumstances at the scene, the death was
considered suspicious, and assistance was requested from
the Montana Division of Criminal Investigation.

Following the initial investigation, one adult female who
was present at the residence was arrested and charged with
deliberate homicide. She was booked into the Beaverhead
County Detention Center.

Authorities say the investigation remains active, and no
turther information will be released at this time.

The Beaverhead County Sheriff’'s Office expressed
appreciation for the work of all first responders involved,
stating, “We sincerely thank all the first responders who
assisted us in this case, and who put others before themselves
every day.”
